Announcement
Guidelines for the Operations of the Faculty of Law in Response to the Impact of the Armed
Conflict in the Middle East B.E. 2569 (2026)

In order to ensure that the operations of the Faculty of Law, including the performance of
duties by personnel and the management of teaching and learning activities, during the situation of
armed conflict in the Middle East proceed in an orderly, efficient, and continuous manner;

By virtue of Section 41 of the Thammasat University Act B.E. 2558 (2015), in conjunction
with Clause 6 of the Thammasat University Announcement on Guidelines for the Work Performance
of University Personnel in Response to the Impact of the Armed Conflict in the Middle East dated
10 March 2026, and Clause 1 of the Thammasat University Announcement on Guidelines for Teaching
and Learning Management at Thammasat University in Response to the Impact of the Armed Conflict
in the Middle East dated 10 March 2026; The Faculty of Law hereby issues this Announcement as
follows:

Clause 1 This Announcement shall be called “Faculty of Law, Thammasat University
Announcement on Guidelines for the Operations of the Faculty of Law in Response to the Impact
of the Armed Conflict in the Middle East, B.E. 2569 (2026).”

Clause 2 This Announcement shall take effect from March 11, 2026 onwards.

Chapter 1
Teaching, Learning, and Training Management

Clause 3 Teaching and learning activities of all academic programs and all educational
centers of the Faculty of Law shall be conducted on the University premises as normally scheduled.

Where an instructor considers it necessary and appropriate, having regard to the nature of
the course, the instructor may propose to the Program Director or the Faculty administrator
responsible for the relevant program that the course be delivered in an online or hybrid format,
provided that the effectiveness of student learning remains the primary consideration. Any such
arrangement shall comply with Thammasat University’s Announcement on Guidelines for Online
and Hybrid Teaching and Learning B.E. 2566 (2023), as follows:

(1) Online instruction not exceeding 30% of the total instructional time may be approved

by the Program Director or the Faculty administrator responsible for the relevant program.



(2) Online instruction exceeding 30% but not exceeding 60% of the total instructional time
requires approval from the Dean.

(3) Online instruction exceeding 60% of the total instructional time requires approval from
the Faculty Committee.

Clause 4 The final examinations for the Second Semester of the Academic Year 2025 shall
be conducted at the University premises as normally scheduled, in accordance with the academic
calendar prescribed by the Office of the Registrar.

Clause 5 The Director of the Legal Training and Consultancy Center may issue an
announcement prescribing alternative formats for training and assessment for professional training
programs, taking into consideration the appropriateness of the training arrangements and the

effectiveness of student learning as the primary consideration.

Chapter 2
Work Performance of Personnel

Clause 6 Personnel responsible for or supporting teaching and learning activities, as well as
personnel assigned to the Academic Services Division, Physical Development Division, Information
Technology Division, and Corporate Communications Division, shall perform their duties at the
University premises as normally scheduled.

The Dean, the relevant supervising administrators, or the Secretary of the Faculty may
permit certain personnel referred to in the preceding paragraph to temporarily perform their duties
outside the University premises (Work from Anywhere) as necessary and appropriate, provided that
such arrangement does not affect the mission or services of the Faculty, until further announcement
is issued.

The relevant heads of divisions or units shall supervise and ensure that such off-site work
does not adversely affect work efficiency or service delivery.

Clause 7 Heads of divisions, heads of units, or supervising administrators of other units not
specified in Clause 6 may permit personnel under their supervision to perform their duties outside
the University premises, provided that such off-site work does not adversely affect work efficiency
or service delivery.

Clause 8 Personnel who are permitted to perform duties outside the University premises
shall maintain a record of their working hours on the days on which such duties are performed and
shall remain reachable for communication throughout the working period.

Clause 9 The Dean, the relevant supervising administrators, or the Secretary of the Faculty
may order personnel who have been permitted to perform duties outside the University premises

to return to perform their duties at the University premises as deemed appropriate.



Clause 10 Personnel performing their duties at the University premises shall cooperate in

conserving energy and reducing energy consumption within the University.
